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The masses of clusters can be determined in several ways:

orbital dynamics of galaxies
dynamical configuration of the intracluster gas
gravitational lensing
intensity of X-ray emission from hot gas
scattering of microwave background photons by the hot gas

all of these techniques lead to the conclusion that there is far
more total mass than visible mass
